The Warden Hill Flag

When travelling down Salisbury Avenue you may
have noticed the daily display of different flags
flying. Local resident Alex Adlam is Warden Hill’s
very own ‘Flag Man’ and was featured on Radio
Gloucestershire and the press last year. Alex has
over 540 flags which he takes it in turn to display on
his flagpole and has a notice board at the end of his
garden explaining the significance of each.

Last year at the Oxford Way Street Party, he

organised a competition for local children to design

a Warden Hill flag. The winner was eleven year old
Evan Thomas and his design was so good, that Alex
arranged to have it made into a flag and banner,

which are used for special events in Warden Hill.

Blooms in Warden Hill Council stepped in. The In Bloom group donated
their planters and remaining funds to the Parish
Council. In response to a Parish Council newsletter,
several new volunteers joined the core group,
donating both funds and their time. Consequently,

In Bloom for Warden Hill, a group comprising some

due to a lack of volunteers to take on the lead roles.

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Weaver’s Field: the jewel in the crown of Warden Hill?

In 2012 a petition was presented to the Mayor of
Cheltenham from over 1000 residents of the Warden
Hill area to save the beautiful green space known
as Weavers Field. The support of the Parish Council
in this very emotive matter (which headlined many
Echo reports at the time) saved the field. it is now

well used by the local people as an area of peace
and tranquillity. Recently with the funds raised by
local people we have obtained two new notice
boards. The field is maintained by the Park Rangers
of Cheltenham Borough Council with a minimum of
field work to enable it to retain its natural beauty to
the local area.

In the warmer weather there are secret hideaways
in the wooded area for children to let their
imagination run riot. Blackberries in abundance,

damsons and plums. There is a stunning panoramic
view from the crest of the hill. On a clear day, the
Malvern Hills can be clearly seen. Chosen Hill with
its little church now visible after the restoration work
has been carried out. A splendid view of the iconic
Devils Chimney escarpment of Leckhampton hill,

as well as the Church Spires of St Marks and the
two town churches of St Gregory’s and St Mathews.
Where else can you sit and appreciate all of our
beautiful town and surrounding landscape?

Leckhampton

Leckhampton is served by the ‘F’ bus which
runs every 30 minutes from North Street to
Pilley Lane until 18.42. This service also
continues through to Hester’'s Way during
the day.

Warden Hill

The Warden Hill area is well served by the
‘D/E’ bus service. Leaving from Pittville
Street in Cheltenham and continuing to
this area via the railway station in Queens
Road. This is a 10-minute service from any
bus stop during the day with a 20-minute
change to the timetable after 6pm. The
times of the service also change on a
Sunday to a 20-minute service.

There is also an hourly ‘K’ bus service
through Warden Hill leaving Winchester Way
bus stop at 45 minutes to the hour to the
Royal Well bus station until 3.45pm. The
last bus to Warden Hill leaves the Royal Well
bus station at 3pm. The bus continues its
route through to Benhall during the day and
back calling in at the ASDA store

The ‘M’ bus service runs from Farmfield
Road to Morrisons and back on a Tuesday,
starting at 10.00am. This is a free service
subsidised by the County Council.

Due to Covid 19
these face to face sessions have had to be
stopped until restrictions allow.

Once the programme is reintroduced details
will be posted on both The Brizen and
Parish Council’s website.
